development. In one of their studies they diagram how the church’s
understanding of mission has changed over the decades. The predominant understanding of mission
was for the church to send missionaries and volunteers to places of need. If people didn’t want to go,
they could send their money and a contribution of support. That all changed in the 1990’s when the
diagram of a church had the church building, then all that exists beyond the church doors is identified
as the mission field for that congregation. Our youth experienced this last year when our Mission Trip
was to work with people in the local area. It was an experience as valuable as any we have had, no
matter the destination.

Beginning this Sunday we will be focusing our missional purpose as Yardley United Methodist
Church. Yes, on October 30 we will leave the building and work with neighbors on various projects.
This is good. But each Sunday leading up to October 30, the worship service will prepare us for why
we are doing this and celebrating how God is using us. The Sunday School classes and some small
groups will be following the study guide that has been prepared for this experience as we look at the
scriptures that guide the spiritual side of this journey.

There is also a devotional book for personal daily devotions. If you receive the Church Mouse
email, you will receive a written devotion each day on your computer. If you don’t have email, please
pick up a hard copy of the devotionals. Look for a green, blue and white booklet in the church lobby.
We will all be reading the same text and reflecting on the devotion that someone has written for that
day. On Sundays, the youth and adult classes will offer an opportunity to reflect on and talk about the
study guides.

On October 16, you will have an opportunity to make your commitment to the service project that
interests you. The project sites, along with the names of the project leaders will be identified and pub-
lished. You will have all the information you need to make your commitment to participate in this op-
portunity to worship through our mission. There will be projects for people of all ages and abilities.

We will continue this experience through the first two Sunday’s in November, as we enter into our
Stewardship campaign. This is about being followers of Jesus and a church that makes a difference
in the quality of community life, inside and outside of the Church.

Is God'’s spirit of joy, love and good will in you? Set it free!

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The Welcoming Team is wondering........

In the Spring 2011 issue of Tidings, we talked about the
goal of being a welcoming church....of creating an environment
of warmth, friendliness, and caring among the members of the
congregation and toward visitors and newcomers.

We suggested two techniques: the Circle of 10 and the
Rule of Three for approaching others at worship services, fel-
lowship coffees, and other times we gather.

It's been a long time since the Spring issue, so we offer
those suggestions again:

Circle of 10: Greet anyone, member or visitor, who comes
within ten feet of you. Make a special effort to greet the people
you don't already know within your Circle of 10.

Rule of Three: At the end of the service, please use the
first three minutes to talk to people you don’t know or to people
who are visitors.

Don't know what to say to a visitor or newcomer? Here
are a few conversation starters:

(In order to feel comfortable, put these suggestions into
your own words)
1. Offer a handshake and say, “Hello, my name is , and
you are.....?

2. Wait for a response and repeat the person’s name to be sure
you hear it correctly and so you can more easily remember it.

3. If you think you recognize the face but can't recall the name,
try this approach: “Hello, I'm . | believe I've seen you
before but | don't know that we’ve had the opportunity to meet.
What is your name?

4. Don't be embarrassed if you're greeting a member and don’t
know that person’s name....or be offended if someone doesn’t

member yours. We need to offer grace to one another, just as
we would to a new person.

5. Be identified! Wear your name tag!

Have you tried any of these suggestions? What have
been your experiences with greeting others in the congregation?
The Welcoming Team would like to hear from you about how
these suggestions have worked. And, if you have other sugges-
tions that have worked well, please email all of these to the Wel-
coming Team at office@vardleychurch.org and they will for-
warded to us.

Although the “official” Welcoming Team at YUMC is made up
of 10 persons, together, we all are “The Welcoming Team.”
