 It’s time to mark your calendars 
for an even bigger and better ride!  

The Mission Committee’s fifth annual bike rally will take 
place on June 26, 2010 .  The Miles For Mission: 
Neighbors in Need  tour will benefit the Red Cross Home-
less Shelter, Trenton Area Soup Kitchen, Bucks County 
Housing Group, and Interfaith Housing and Development 
Corp.  Registration and the start of the rally will take place at 
Macclesfield Park on River Road in Lower Makefield from 
7:00 to 9:00 AM.  From there riders can choose routes along 
the Delaware Canal or the scenic country roads of Bucks 
County. 
 

 There are rides … and walks … for everyone!   Our 
routes feature leisurely rides as well as longer and more 
challenging ones.  Enjoy an early summer jaunt along the 
Delaware Canal or explore mostly back country roads and 
the rolling terrain of Lower and Upper Makefield and Central 
Bucks County.  Rides of 5, 10, 20, 40, and 60 miles will be 
along marked roads and be described by cue sheets.  But if 
you only want to walk, join us for a leisurely hike on the 
Delaware Canal through Yardley or head down to Morris-
ville.  And we will be riding and walking ‘rain or shine’!  
 

 Some new features have been added to increase the en-
joyment and attract even more riders. 
 

Changes in some of the routes  will enable riders to experi-
ence some of the scenic vistas and small villages dotting the 
hills and valleys along the Delaware River.  Routes will still 
include visits to historic Yardley, the September 11 Memo-
rial, Van Sant Covered Bridge, Delaware River & Canal, and 
Washington Crossing State Park. 
 

A celebration cookout at the end of the rally , if the 
weather permits, expands our menu and brings riders and 
volunteers together to share their experiences and celebrate 
their support for those in need.

stops with  Lavatory facilities and maps of the routes, 
cue sheets and marked roads,  ‘SAG’ wagons patrol-
ling the road routes, and  emergency communications 
if necessary.  Registration is $35 for adults and $15 
for riders 18 years and under. 

If you are unable to ride or walk and want to sup-
port the rally, donations can be made online or in 
church.

 We invite you to join us for a day of fellowship, 
exercise, and ministry!  It will be an opportunity to 
aid our Local Missions Ministry and the charities 
that continue to serve our neighbors during these diffi-
cult times.

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The Bible study ends, sending me home with the spirited con-
versation and interest in what we heard from the scriptures 
fresh in my mind.  I walk across the parking lot and grass on 
my way home from the church and look up to take in the night 
sky, taking in the small light from the stars and the bigger light 
from the moon. 
 

 The calm, peaceful, quiet of the night is revealed by a sky delicately lit by small 
dots of light, and sometimes with the bright light of the full moon.  In Canada, I 
have used the night sky, as the sole source of light, to steer the boat back to the cabin 
on the lake. 
 
 Unlike the day time sky that offers our planet the direct light of the brightly shining 
sun, the night sky reflects the light that comes from another source.  It is dependant 

on energy that comes from outside itself. 
 
 As Christians we are not the light, but those who reflect the light that comes from another source.  In the 

first creation story from Genesis we read that on the first day God created “Light.”  The light we see comes 
from God, in creation.  In the Gospel of John we read, “What has come into being in the Word was life, and 
the life was the light of all people.” (1:1b) 

 
 Life and light come from God.  God is the dayspring of our lives.  Our lives, like the moon and stars, re-

flect the light of God.  This is what we see in the lives of the saints who have gone before us.  What makes 
their lives saintly is that they lived in a way that reflected the light that comes from God. 

 
 When I think of light that enhances our spiritual being, I think of gifts that serve us well and bring us into 

a relationship with the whole community.  The Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. reflected the light of racial 
justice, nonviolence and peace.  I think of Dorothy Day and her ministry to the poor, dispossessed, women 
and children through the witness of the Catholic Worker.  And I think of this church, a community that em-
braces one another with acceptance, prayers and care. 

 
 We know those stars in our universe that have reflected the light of God when we have “walked through 

the valley of the shadow of death.”  Imagine the beauty, hope, and life that is conveyed when we reflect the 
light of God’s love. 

 
   Beams of heaven as I go, through this wilderness below, 
  Guide my feet in peaceful ways, turn my midnights into days. 
  When in the darkness I would grope, faith always sees a star of hope 
  And soon from all life’s grief and danger I shall be free someday. 
 

   I do not know how long ‘twill be, nor what the future holds for me, 
  but this I know; if Jesus leads me, I shall get home someday.
