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 Looking back over this summer that went by so 
fast, helps me put it in perspective. The summer be-
gan in an environment of fear and anxiety over a con-
gressional debate on a spending plan.  The deadline 
to prevent a shut down of the federal government was 
August 2.  It seemed like everyone knew the dead-
line, but used the time to build pressure to get the 
other side to support their respective point of view.  
At the heart of the debate was the ideology of one 

party and the practicality of the other.  One party was adamant about no in-
crease in income; and the other party was resistant to broad cuts in the 
budget.  A deal was cut before the deadline preventing the threatened shut-
down of the government.  Then the stock market responded with one of the 
largest one day drops in its history, stirring up global economic anxiety. 
  Thank God it was August and I was off on a Mission Trip with the 
youth.  What a joy and uplift to the spirit, to be involved in working with 

others on behalf of people you never met before.  The world of the political decision makers went on, but the 
anxiety of the news disappeared in positive actions, in a community setting that served the common good.  
Working with folk from another church in the beautiful New England countryside, was in itself a blessing.  
Beginning the day with devotions, ending it with worship lead by the youth, and working together in be-
tween filled the day with joy that comes from sharing. 
  This was followed by a 10 day trip to Northern Quebec, living between two very large lakes with a dear 
friend.  We spent the whole day, from 9 until 6 in the boat, under a scorching sun, fishing the river, the is-
lands and the reefs.  Being on a lake that is 22 miles across in a 16’ boat makes the prayer, “Dear Lord, be 
good to me, the sea is so big and my boat is so small,” very real.  One felt the power of the waves carrying 
the boat, as we steered our way to keep the bow of the boat above the waves.  My friend called it an adven-
ture. 
  As the summer comes to an end, I am delighting in reading Parker Palmer’s book, The Promise of Para-
dox: A celebration of Contradictions in the Christian Life.  It is a profoundly spiritual book that calls for the 
church to live in “true community.”  True community is living with all people, not just those of our own 
choosing.  There is accountability, sharing, and mutual concern in true community.  But above all we can 
only live in true community by intentionally participating in community life. 
  How we live out our faith will have an impact on those around us.  M. Scott Peck begins his book, “The 
Road Less Traveled,” with the observation “Life is difficult.”   This means life has its contradictions and 
paradoxes.  The more we seek to live an ideological life that leads to a utopian existence the greater our anxi-
ety and feelings of disappointment.   When our goal is to accept one another and recognize the paradoxical 
relationship between the ideological and practical ways, we begin to be accountable to one another and real-
ize the shared and abundant life that comes with living in community. 
  In living our faith in the context of Christian Community we will be a witness to the reality of abun-
dance that contradicts the myth of scarcity.  It is to contemplate where our desire for independence fits in the 
reality of our interdependent world.  As my friend encouraged me to see our bobbing along on the threaten-
ing waves as an adventure, I encourage us to see these threatening economic times as an adventure in which 
we can embrace community, complete with the reality of the paradoxes and contradictions we encounter. 
  I invite you to join this adventure of building this community of faith by participating in the Inside Out 
mission experience in October, along with the DISCIPLE Bible Study, Sunday School, and one of the 
study/reading small groups.  We build community by practicing community.  This is our mission.
