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Report from the Life-Giving Water Fund 
                           by Debbie Van Aken 
 2009 proved to be a challenging year for our work in  

Zambia.  We excitedly entered the drilling season with a pro-
gram funded to drill up to a record-breaking 10 wells thanks to 
donors at YUMC and beyond.  In order to prepare for this chal-
lenge, we had decided to increase our involvement in the very 
dry Eastern Province which we knew would pose extra chal-
lenges.  We also set out to extend our relationship to multiple 
well-drillers so that we could accomplish more wells in our 
short window of opportunity that falls between the end of the 
dry season when the water table is at its lowest and the begin-
ning of the rainy season when roads become impassable. 

 With the help of our partners in Zambia, 10 well-sites were 
chosen and the well drillers set out.  We waited for word of suc-
cess.  Unfortunately we experienced some of the trials that 

come from this sort of interna-
tional humanitarian effort.  As 
it turned out, we soon learned 
that both our selected well-
drillers were two companies 
owned by one set of partners.

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This past fall one of the small study/prayer/reading groups 
took on a study of Robin R. Meyer’s book Saving Jesus 
from the Church.  I was delighted when they invited me to 
share my thoughts about this book.  I was overjoyed to 
find people in the church willing to read and discuss this 
book.  I am forever thankful for their bringing this book to 
my attention.  It has challenged my 34+ years of being a 
pastor. 

 Meyers begins with the point Marcus Borg makes about the “Pre-Easter Je-
sus” and the “Post-Easter Jesus.”  The Pre-Easter Jesus is the Jesus of our 
Christmas celebrations; the one who is God who dwells among us in human 
flesh.  This is the Jesus who healed the sick; the lame, the blind, the pos-
sessed; ate with sinners, like Zacchaeus; taught the disciples and crowds about 
the Beatitudes, the Torah (law), and human relationships.  This is the Jesus 
who captures the joy one feels when they find something that was lost, like a 
sheep, or a coin, or a son.  This is the Jesus who kneels down and writes with 

his finger in the sand as a crowd of men gather around a woman they accuse of adultery and make ready to 
through the stones they are holding in their hands at her.   This is the Jesus who welcomes the children no 
matter how disruptive their presence may be.  This is the Jesus who tells the disciples, “Just as you did it to 
one of the least of these who are members of my family, you did it to me.”  (Matthew 25:40) 
 

 The Post Easter Jesus is the Jesus of the resurrection.  This is the Jesus that we relate to for our salvation and 
what we are to believe. 
 

 So we have the Jesus of wisdom and the Jesus of our belief.  While I believe Jesus is both, wisdom and sal-
vation, my experience is that the public message of the church is more on what we believe about Jesus than 
on how we practice what Jesus teaches us. 
 

 Christmas reveals these competing images we have of Jesus.  How did the spiritual Christmas of God be-
coming human and dwelling among us give way to the top Christmas news stories having to do with its im-
pact on the U.S. economy?  How is it that the day after Thanksgiving, when Santa begins to show up in pa-
rades and stores, we have insanely early morning shopping bargains?  Jesus is lost before we celebrate his 
birth.  Our one God is compromised by the god of consumerism and the best we can do is say “Keep Christ 
in Christmas.”  What Christmas do we want to keep Christ in?  The Christmas of sales, bargains, and indebt-
edness?  Or, the Christmas of the world receiving the gift of God coming into the world in human form?  The 
Christmas we practice is the Christmas where our Christ is. 
 

 This year begins where last year ended, with a terrorist attack on a plane full of people, an uncertain econ-
omy that is threatening jobs, homes, education, health care, the ministry and staffing of churches, non-profit 
organizations, child welfare agencies and nearly every governmental structure of cities and communities 
throughout the country.  The only area of American life that has not been affected by the recession is our 
spending on war. 
 

 Christmas reminds us that Jesus has something to say about the gods we serve, the prejudice of our eco-
nomic choices, the injustice of exploitative interest rates and credit practices, the violence in our communities 
and world, and the abandonment of compassion for the poor and needy.  The Jesus who comes into the world 
at Christmas is the one who invites us to follow him, which is a step past just believing in him.  This Jesus is 
a Palestinian Jew whose wisdom decides for the quality of our community life together.  This Jesus is sent to 
us as God’s gift of love to the World.  This is the Jesus the disciples followed and from whom they learned.   
The meaning Christmas has for us will be evident in whether we just believe in Jesus, or if we choose to fol-
low Jesus and bear witness to his teaching and example of how he lived.

 Then we learned that two of the wells they tried to drill 

never reached water because the table was so low and the 
equipment could not reach lower.  They committed to mov-
ing to different areas to accomplish these two wells, and suc-
cessfully drilled five new wells before the rainy season be-
gan early.  They temporarily aborted efforts with plans to 
resume once the early rains eased up.  The rains, however, 
have not let up and, thus, the drilling season for 2009 came 
to an end. 
     The good news is that with our five new wells, as many 
as 10,000 Zambians now have fresh, safe drinking water.  
This brings our total wells to a count of nineteen and we 
continue to experience generous gifting that will ensure that 
this program will continue strongly in 2010! 

 We have learned through the years of this program a bit 
about ourselves in comparison to our brothers and sisters in 
Zambia.  We Americans are used to wanting, getting what 
we want and getting it quickly.  Zambians, on the other 
hand, are people well able to appreciate all that they have 
even if critical needs are lacking, wait patiently for clean 
water to come even if it is not coming this year, and, finally, 
when it does come, express deep, joyful gratitude for the 
health and well-being that water brings even if precious life 
was lost waiting for it.  Our work with the LGWF continues 
to be inspirational and fulfilling in its own way.  We thank 
all of our family at YUMC who continue to provide prayer-
ful and financial support to our work.
